


2.01 JESUS IS TEMPTED
LUKE 4

HIGHLIGHTS:
1) Jesus was tempted to disobey God just like we are tempted. He was guided into thewilderness by the Holy Spirit, where He was tempted by the devil.
2) The devil is in charge of all the trouble here on earth. He was there with Jesus to temptHim after Jesus had spent forty days in the wilderness with no food to eat. The first thinghe tempted Jesus with was food. He told Jesus to make bread out of the stones. Jesustold the devil we need to be nourished in our hearts with God’s words.
3) The devil also told Jesus to worship him, then all the things of the world would be givento Him. Jesus said to the devil, “You shall only worship God.”
4) The devil next took Jesus into the city of Jerusalem to the very top of the temple. He toldJesus to jump off. The devil told Jesus that God’s word said He would be protected bythe angels. Jesus told the devil to go away and leave Him alone. Jesus said, “Do nottempt the Lord Your God.” (Another name for Jesus is “Lord.”)
5) When we learn to trust Jesus, we can ask Him to help us when we are tempted todisobey.
